The Auditor shall make a report to the members upon the balance sheet 


and accounts and in every such report he shall state whether in his 


opinion the balance sheet is a full and fair balance sheet containing the 


particulars required by the Constitution and properly drawn up so as to 


exhibit a true and correct view of the affairs of the Society and in case 


they are called for explanation or information from the Committee whether 

such explanation or information has been satisfactory and such report 


shall be read together with the report of the Committee at the Annual 


General Meeting held next after the making of the report.

Any such income paid shall be reasonable and relative to that which would be paid in an arm’s length transaction (being the open market value).
